We applied in late June and were notified 
in mid-July that we were chosen as  
participants in the Senior Lions Leadership 
Institute in Toronto from October 2 -6 of 
this year. 
 

At the end of July we were advised of our 
Group # and the names of the other four 
people who would make up each of our 
groups.  We were given a project to  
complete before we arrived in Toronto.  
This was done via email and telephone 

with our own group.   
 

Ninety-four (94) Lions from 63 different 
districts representing 22 States and 7  
Provincesé   (1 Bermuda, 36 Canada,  
5 Puerto Rico, 1 Trinidad-Tobago, 51 USA)  
participated in the Institute.  
 

Upon registration we were given our 
schedules and quickly found out that we 
did not come here for a holiday, as we 
were to start that day at 4 pm with dinner 
at 7:30 pm.   
 

The schedule for the following three days 

was breakfast at 7:30 am with classes from 
8 am to 5:45 pm and supper at 7 pm.  
Attending all functions was a prerequisite 
to graduating.   
 

Monday morning breakfast was at 7 am 
and classes started at 7:30am.  This was 
the morning we all had to give the 
speeches we had prepared on a subject 
which each person had pulled from a hat 
at the start of the Institute.  Thankfully, 
they were to be no longer than three  
minutes, but had to be prepared in our 
ñfree timeò.   
 

Those who did not have their laptops with 
them made good use of the three  
computers that were provided for the 
guests at the hotel where we stayed ð
especially Sunday night after the  
graduation banquet. 
 

The weekend was well organized and  
informative with eight great faculty  
members who kept things on a light note 
and very positive.   

Topics included in the seminars were: 
Change Leadership, Communication,  
Supporting Teams, Presentation Skills,  
Writing Your Personal Mission Statement, 
Project Management (requires pre-institute 
work with an assigned project team),  
Conflict Resolution, Diversity, LCI,  
Creativity, Mentoring, All About Lions  
Programs, LCIF, Service. 
 

Any Lion in good standing who has served a 
term as President, but has not yet attained 
the level of Vice District Governor may  
apply to attend the Senior Lions Leadership 
Institute.  Lions who are currently serving 
as club President are considered on a space 
available basis.    

 

All participants must commit to a five -day 
Institute, including group mealtime  
activities, and understand that personal 
time is extremely limited.  Because of the 
high number of applications received,  
acceptance into the Institute is not  
guaranteed. 
 

In order to have as many districts  
represented as possible, one candidate per 
district will be selected.  More than one 
participant per district will be allowed on a 

space available basis.   
 

After the application submission deadline 
date, all candidates will be notified of their 
selection status.  
 

Lions Clubs International will pay for meals 
and lodging during the actual days of the 
Institute.  Participants are responsible to 
pay for their own transportation and related 
travel expenses to and from the Institute 
site.
